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What i1s the ICC?

The Intercounty Connector (ICC) is a state-of-the-art,
multi-modal east-west highway that will link existing and
proposed development areas between the 1-270/1-370 and
[-95/US 1 corridors within central and eastern Montgomery
County and northwestern Prince George’s County.

This new six-lane highway facility will be built in five phases
(Contracts A, B, C, D, and E). Contract B is the third contract
to break ground. It includes the area between Georgia
Avenue (MD 97) and Old Columbia Pike.

The Maryland State Highway Administration (SHA) and the
Maryland Transportation Authority (MdTA), are working
together on the ICC. SHA is acting as the agent for MdTA,
overseeing the design and construction of the highway
which MdTA will own, operate, and maintain once
construction has been completed.
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Contract B

Contract B of the Intercounty Connector includes
approximately seven miles of controlled access six-lane
roadway, interchanges at New Hampshire Avenue (MD 650)
and Layhill Road (MD 182), three miles of new bike paths, as
well as five overpass bridges and five mainline bridges.

This portion of the ICC will provide an important connection
between Georgia Avenue (MD 97) and US 29.

It will also maintain access for the existing cross streets of
Norbeck Road (MD 28), Longmead Crossing Drive, Layhill Road
(MD 182), Bonifant Road, Notley Road and New Hampshire
Avenue (MD 650).
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Contract B Highlights

Multiple environmental specialists are integrated into the field crews to
ensure the environment is protected

Dedicated environmental compliance teams with a main focus on erosion
and sediment control

Drilled shafts at bridges are used to minimize the footprint of the work
area, which minimizes impacts to wetlands and floodplains

Lengthened bridges to minimize impacts to the environmentally sensitive
wetlands, streams and 100-year floodplains

Avoid and minimize impacts to wetlands, streams, rare threatened and
endangered species, forests and wildlife throughout the entire project

Reduction of impacts to approximately 18 acres in the Special Protection
Area (SPA) through narrowing the median in this area

Incorporation of innovative stormwater management improvements,
including water quality control, downstream channel protection and
reduced thermal impacts in the SPA

Maintain passage for fish and other aquatic species

Restore temporarily impacted wetlands and streams

Protect fish, amphibians and box turtles by relocating them out of the
construction zone

Construct approximately three miles of bike trails to connect communities
and parks
